Light of Christ, shine forth in the church and bring all
nations to the fullness of truth.

Then the Anchbishop s4its. The minister goes to the altar and Lights
the candles fon the celebration of the eucharnist.

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Then the gestive Lighting takes place: ALL the candles, includin
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LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST PRAYERS OVER

The deacons and the ministerns prepare the altarn in the wsual way. Then
some o4 the congregation bring bread, wine and watern fon the celebration
of the Lord's sacrifice. The Anchbishop rheceives the gigts at the chain.
While the gigts are being brought, the following antiphon may be sung:

With hands exten
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L may be sung:

"If The Lord Does Not Build"
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help, if the Lord is not his help.

When all 48 ready, the Archbishop goes to the altar, removes the
miten, and kRisses the altarn. The Mass proceeds in the wsual way;
however, neither the gifts non the altarn are incensed.
